The adjoining, neighbouring territory is the vast area of 
Bushman land and from here hail the best trackers who will keep an old bull’s 
track for hours and then all of a sudden spot him through the dense brush. The 
sand makes walking a little bit more challenging as it is the edge of the 
Kalahari desert, while tracks are followed easily. Occasionally tracks are 
spotted of the highly protected Cape Wild hunting dog as well seasonally 
elephants wander through the ranch. Through the 10 000 hectare ranch 



meanders the perennial Omatako river and on its banks lies the lodge in 
splendid surroundings.
